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The EDCTP 2019 work plan has be approved by the European Commission and the EDCTP Board.
After final approval of the work plan by the General Assembly of the EDCTP Association, which will
be held on 23 May 2019, the final workplan 2019 and its calls for proposals will be published on the
EDCTP website.

The EDCTP calls for proposals are supported through three distinct types of Horizon 2020 ‘actions":

* Research & Innovation Actions (RIA) are multicentre clinical trials conducted by research
consortia involving both European and African research teams, with integrated capacity development
and networking elements.

* Coordination & Support Actions (CSA) support activities that strengthen the enabling environment
for conducting clinical trials and clinical research, including ethical review and regulatory capacity.

* Training & Mobility Actions (TMA) are fellowships that focus on the career development of
individual researchers or research team members.

In 2019, EDCTP intends to launch 10 calls for proposals to support clinical research and related
activities on poverty-related diseases.
